CAT VOLUNTEER TRAINING CLASS-outline
1.  Welcome-thanks for giving Saturday time

2. Few points before going out into cattery-working at the shelter is different from caring for pet cats in your home.  GOAL- keeping cats happy, healthy, well socialized. We’ll talk about socializing, refreshing cages, other cattery tasks.
Wear long pants. Consider devoting a pair of shoes to wear exclusively at the shelter.  No open toed shoes.
Volunteers do not enter kitten, sick, quarantine, or stray rooms unless requested by ACT.

Aides for developmentally disabled volunteers-please monitor cat interaction carefully.  Hold the cats to model gentle handling. Have them pet the cat while you hold it.

IN THE CATTERY
1.  Sign-in in office.

2. Tour where to find supplies.

3. Check washer for wet clean laundry-clean drier filter and dry load. Check dirty bin-wear gloves to load washer-remove gloves-check soap bin (liquid or powder) bleach, sanitize hot heavy (2 hours).

4. The cart (if refreshing cages)- you need cat and kitten food, clean rags and paper towels, gloves, cat litter, bucket of warm soapy water for soaking dishes. Replenish as needed.

5. Refreshing cages or socializing cats-go over sick cats (circled S) do not socialize. Note problems with cats: sneezing, diarrhea, lethargy, etc with note on cage door.
6. Approach cats visually-if frightened just talk gently-watch for cat body language of getting too excited. Start with just head scratch.
7. Wear gloves or wash hands

8. Give attention in cages or cover with towel (new cage-new towel).  How to lift an escaped cat. 

9. When refreshing: rinse & dry water bowls before refilling, do not give any food unless asked by ACT, shake out beds (don’t replace unless soiled),clean floors windows with warm water & soap (window washer arm extenders). New cage new gloves and rags. Cage securely locked.

10. Sweeping floors: new area=new mop head.

11.  Before you leave –check laundry, dirty stuff in dirty bin, sign out in office.
